The regular meeting of the Mandeville City Council was called to order by Council Chairman Zuckerman at 6:00pm, followed by roll call, a Moment of Silence, and Pledge of Allegiance.

INTRODUCTION OF ORDINANCES: 

REPORTS, ANNOUNCEMENTS, & MESSAGE FROM THE MAYOR:
1. The Parks and Parkways Commission is soliciting resumes for a 7 year term. Anyone interested in applying, please send your resume to awatts@cityofmandeville.com. The deadline is October 24, 2025 at 4:00pm. 
Mayor Madden reported the upcoming events in the City. He also reported “MandeThrives45”, the Master Plan for Mandeville was now on the website and would have a hearing on September 29th from 4-6:00pm.
Councilman Zuckerman motioned to open the agenda, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all. Councilman Zuckerman motioned to add a presentation on the water rate changes by the City Administration and a special event permit to New Business. This was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all.
PRESENTATIONS:
Mayor Madden explained that with the new water and sewer rate changes, there had been plenty of communication, but implementation had some issues. He also stated the current bills were calculated on a 6 week period instead of 4 weeks, but there would be no late fees or disconnects done. Ms. Farno explained that in the past, water and sewer rates were set far below sustainable rates. The Enterprise Fund owed the General Fund 5.6m. Mr. LaGrange stated there were 400 landscape meters available. Dave Mansina, 290 Laura Dr, said bills went up 50 to 1500%. He understands the need for the increase but feels it shouldn’t have gone on as long as it did and have been done all at once like it was. Paul Branch, 531 Dorado, requested Mr. LaGrange give a presentation soon about the water and sewer, explaining where it comes from, where it goes, how much it cost, etc. Councilman Vogeltanz apologized the bills went up and stated he didn’t think it was properly communicated. Councilwoman Lane stated the Administration had been working on raising the rates for years, and that the city could look at texting or announcements for communications. Councilman Zuckerman stated the previous rates were so far behind surrounding municipalities, and that he doesn’t like the increase but that the utility has to be sustainable.Mayor Madden stated the Enterprise Fund has not paid for itself since atleast 2006. It was not politically popular, so it was not fixed. The Water Sector Program required a rate study and it to be sustainable to participate.

FINANCE REPORT- Jessica Farno, Finance Director
Ms. Farno went over the budget by fund, citing budget to actuals.
