REPORTS, ANNOUNCEMENTS, & MESSAGE FROM THE MAYOR:
1. Councilman Vogeltanz reminded everyone that Our Lady of the Lake’s “Festival of the Lake” started on the 28th.
2. Mayor Madden reported the upcoming events: November 1st- Wide Water Fest, November 8th- Veteran’s Day Parade and the Trailhead Market every Saturday from 9-1.

1. Proclamation- Mayor Madden recognized 14 yr. old Vincent “Drew” Cangiamilla for becoming an Eagle Scout.

FINANCE REPORT- Jessica Farno, Finance Director
Ms. Farno went over the budget by fund, citing budget to actuals. 

CONSENT AGENDA: Motioned to adopt by Councilman Vogeltanz, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all.
1. Approval of Special Event Application for Our Lady of the Lake- “Eucharistic Procession” event to be held on November 23, 2025 1:00pm Location: See Map Approval Requests: Map review and approval, Approval to remain on the sidewalk throughout the procession route Contingent Upon: Map review and approval, approval to remain on sidewalk (Councilwoman Lane, District 3)
2. Approval of Change Order No. 1 for the Lift Stations A and 27 Improvements project to add thirty (30) calendar days, to bring the substantial completion date to December 1, 2025. There is no change to the contract cost. (Councilman Zuckerman, at-Large)
3. Approval of Substantial Completion Certificate for Task Order No. 1 of the 2024 Sewer & Water Maintenance Contract (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large)
4. Adoption of Resolution 25-54: A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE TO EXECUTE AMENDMENT NO.2 TO THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE AND KYLE ASSOCIATES, LLC FOR THE LIFT STATION A (MONTGOMERY AT DUPRE) AND LIFT STATION 27 (MANDEVILLE HIGH) UPGRADES PROJECT AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large)

 UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
1. Adoption of Ordinance 25-11: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE 9, SECTION 9.2.5.2 VEGETATION PROTECTION ZONES, AND AMENDING SECTION 9.2.5.3. VEGETATION PROTECTION ZONE BARRIERS, AND AMENDING SECTION 9.2.5.4 LANDSCAPE REQUIREMENTS IN LOW-DENSITY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS, AND AMENDING SECTION 9.2.5.5 LANDSCAPE REQUIREMENTS IN DISTRICTS OTHER THAN LOW-DENSITY, AND SECTION 9.2.5.7, LIVE OAK PROTECTION REQUIREMENTS, AND AMENDING SECTION 9.2.5.16 VIOLATIONS, AND AMENDING ARTICLE 10, SECTION 10.8.1.1 LANDSCAPING REQUIREMENTS FOR FREESTANDING SIGNS, AND AMENDING ARTICLE 12, SECTION 12.5.2 INFORMATION REQUIRED ON THE SITE FEATURES MAP, AND AMENDING SECTION 12.5.4.4. OTHER CONSTRUCTION PLANS CONTENT OF THE COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE REGULATIONS ORDINANCE, AND AMENDING DIVISION 19 OF APPENDIX C OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilman Discon, At-Large and Councilwoman Lane, District 3) Motioned to adopt by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson, seconded by Councilman Dison. Ms. Batholomew explained the process that all CLURO changes must go through: Ordinance is introduced by Council, goes to Planning and Zoning for suggestions/ recommendations, comes back to Council for voting, then gets implemented into the CLURO document. The Planning and Zoning Commission did suggest a few changes for this document and those were done as edits to this Ordinance in red before publication.  Councilman Discon motioned to incorporate the red lined portions and the strike throughs proposed by the Planning and Zoning Commission, it was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all. Councilman Discon then motioned to amend section 9.2.5.7 to add “4. Marking of Protected Tree for Removal Any Protected Tree subject to a tree removal permit filed with the City must be clearly marked with ribbon or string prior to filing for variance and remain so marked at the time of the consideration of the variance by the Zoning Commission.” This was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all. Ms. Bartholomew then gave a presentation on the screens as to what the proposed Ordinance changes would mean and how they would look in the CLURO. Councilwoman Lane states she is hesitant to vote tonight, she is also concerned about Cypress and Magnolias being included. Councilman Vogeltanz inquires how many years it takes for Cypress and Magnolias to get to 6” dbh (3 yrs). Councilwoman Strong-Thompson believes this will cause people to pause before acting (clear cutting and such). Councilman Zuckerman shares concerns about the new info on the screens, prefers a re-planting approach over needing a variance to remove a tree and thinks there are more important things in the CLURO that need to be changed. Councilman Discon explained again his reason for wanting this Ordinance- to protect the quality of life that Mandeville loves and the number one part of that cited is the tree line. Of the 16 public comments, there was only one person that was against this Ordinance. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to postpone this item until the November 20th meeting, it was seconded by Councilwoman Lane and approved by all. There were 5 public comments, 4 were to vote tonight, 1 was to postpone. The vote was taken and it was 3-2 against postponement (Strong-Thompson, Vogeltanz, Discon against). The vote on the amended Ordinance 25-11 was taken, 5-0 passed.

Adoption of Resolution 25-55: A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE EVALUATION COMMITTEE FOR THE 2025 STANDBY EMERGENCY GENERATOR REPAIRS & ROUTINE MAINTENANCE SERVICES CONTRACT AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH THE HIGHEST-RANKED PROPOSER, NIXON POWER SERVICES, LLC, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large) Motioned to adopt by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson, seconded by Councilwoman Lane and approved by all present.
