Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to appoint Councilman Dison as Presiding Officer of the meeting, it was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all present.

[bookmark: _Hlk182294459]HISTORIC DISTRICT APPEAL HEARING:
1. HC23-03-14 406 Carroll St.
Ms. Bartholomew presented that the Historic Preservation District Commission, on March 2, 2023, denied the request of Mr. Clesi to remove his existing wood siding and replace it with Hardi Board. An appeal was heard at the City Council meeting on March 23, 2023 where the original decision of the Historic Preservation District was upheld. Another appeal was then filed with the 22nd District Court, which remanded it back to the Council with the condition that Councilman Zuckerman be recused, which is this meeting. Ms. Batholomew stated the Commission wanted the double OG wood repaired and not Hardi Board used because it is a defining character and would be a loss to the contributing structure in the historic district. Mr. Clesi submitted a new quote for a whole house od cedar siding material, stating that would be the only feasible wood that would last. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to accept the introduction of the new quote into the record, this was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all present. This quote was significantly higher than that of the Hardi Board. Mr. Clesi asked to show “mock ups”, examples, of something similar to what he has now and what the Hardi Board he wants. Councilwoman Strong-Thompson motioned to admit the “mock ups” into the record, it was seconded by Councilman Vogeltanz and approved by all present. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to affirm the decision of the Commission and allow Mr. Clesi to get a statement from a contractor stating a repair is not feasible. There was no second. Councilwoman Strong-Thompson motioned to modify the decision of the Commission contingent upon 3.5” reveal of Hardi Board for entire structure. Councilman Discon seconded. Vote was 0-3. Councilman Discon motioned to modify the decision of the Commission to preserve double OG on the front of the house and allow Hardi Board on the rest of the house. Councilwoman Strong-Thompson seconded. Vote 2-1 (Vogeltanz against)
ADJOURNMENT- Motioned to adjourn at 6:21pm by Councilman Vogeltanz, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all present.
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
