1. Update from Income Strategies Committee Meeting- Both Councilman Zuckerman and Mayor Madden agree it went great. Mayor Madden reported an upcoming concert at the Dew Drop on March 14th, Mandeville Live concert with Kermit Ruffin on March 20th and the Trailhead Market every Saturday from 9:00am-1:00pm.

PRESENTATIONS:
1. Curtis Environmental Services Inc. -MWPP Audit- David Curtis gave a summary of the audit, with the scores of the individual categories being: Influent Flow- 0, Effluent Flow- 0, Age of Plant- 6, Overflow/ Bypass-50, Disposition of Sludge-0, New Development-15, Operator Training-0, making the total 71, down from 99 last year. The lower the number, the better for the municipality, so this is a great score.

Adoption of Ordinance 26-03: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE 3, SECTION 3.3 GENERAL DEFINITIONS, AND AMENDING ARTICLE 7, SECTION 7.5.13 PM-1 MARINA DISTRICT – WATERFRONT LOTS, AND AMENDING SECTION 7.5.14 PM-2 MARINA DISTRICT – NON-WATERFRONT LOTS, AND AMENDING SECTION 7.5.15 PD – PLANNED DISTRICT, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large) Motioned to adopt by Councilman Vogeltanz, seconded by Councilwoman Lane. Councilman Zuckerman would like to further discuss with owners of certain properties that this Ordinance may affect. Vote taken and passed by 5-0 vote to postpone.

There was a question about the number of Police for the crowd, but the Mayor stated the people move in and out throughout the day and there is no mass traffic. Voted and passed unanimously.
