1. Approval of Special Event Permit for OMBA- “Girod St. Stroll” event to be held on April 18, 2026 5:00-9:00pm Rain Date: April 25, 2026 Location: Girod St (See Map) Approval Requests: Street closure approval, barricade usage Contingent Upon: Council approval of location, Police detail secured, Fire Dept. Incident Action Plan (IAP), Certificate of Insurance, OMBA installs “No Parking” signs, OMBA handles cleanup (Councilwoman Lane, District 3) Motioned to approve by Councilman Discon, seconded by Councilwoman Lane. Councilman Vogeltanz went over the steps to getting a Special Event Permit. Some suggestions for the process and applications were made. The vote was taken and approved unanimously.
2. Approval of Special Event Permit and Alcohol Permit Application for Queer Northshore- “Pride Northshore” event to be held on May 30, 2026 4:00-6:00pm Rain Date: June 6, 2026 Location: Mandeville Lakefront (See Map) Approval Requests: Street closure approval, approval to apply to ATC for Liquor permit, Barricade usage Contingent Upon: Council approval of route, Police detail secured, Fire Dept. Incident Action Plan (IAP), Trailhead reservation, Certificate of Insurance,  Council approval to apply to ATC, MPD installs “No Parking Signs”, MPD installs barricades, Queer NS handles cleanup.  (Councilwoman Lane, District 3) Motioned to approve by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson, seconded by Councilman Discon. Councilman Vogeltanz explained the new Ordinance cost matrix pertaining to parades and the itemized cost list for this application. There was more discussion and suggestions about the application and Ordinance verbiage. A vote was taken and it was approved 4-1 (Zuckerman against).
A motion was made by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson to take items 3,4 and 5 in globo. This was seconded by Councilman Discon and approved by all. The vote on items 3,4 and 5 was unanimously approved.
3. Approval of the Substantial Completion Certificate for Task Order no. 11 for the 2022 Road and Drainage project. (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large)
4. Approval of Change Order no. 3 for Harbor Gazebo Improvements to add 55 calendar days, bringing the revised Substantial Completion date to March 26, 2026. (Councilwoman Lane, District 3)
5. Approval of Change Order No. 2 for the Antibes West Drainage Improvements to increase the contract amount by $15,355.90 for additional costs incurred due to delays caused by Cleco. Also adding 34 calendar days to contract time, due to delays of material, bringing the substantial completion date to March 31, 2026. (Councilman Vogeltanz, District 2)

Councilman Vogeltanz explained there are two methods the City uses to procure Professional Services; bid and using a list of qualified professionals. This company was chosen through the list. The vote was taken and it was adopted unanimously.
