1. Dr. Liza Ledet DiTommaso and Amy Shutt- Local Coyote Activity- Both spoke about the increased coyote activity and sightings. They told that killing coyotes often leads to more coyotes because it breaks their natural social structure, acting like a reset button. Instead, they suggest living safely along side coyotes by: removing food sources, securing waste, securing property and pet safety.
