1. Mayor Madden reported on July 4th there would Liberty on the Lake, followed by Light up the Lake at 6:00pm. City Hall will be closed June 19th and July 3rd.

PRESENTATIONS:
1. Proclamation- Army 251st Birthday- Mayor Madden presented Staff Sgt. Daughtry this Proclamation
2. Dr. Kevin Caillouet, Executive Director of St. Tammany Parish Mosquito Abatement- Dr. Caillouet explained the main job of his office, to identify mosquito species and their locations to tailor the appropriate treatment for that area, and then deliver that treatment. He said there were 60 species of mosquitos, most requiring different treatments. This service is 1.8% of the property tax in St. Tammany, and on June 27th it will be up for vote to lower the mills on Mosquito Abatement from 3.1 to 2.95 and he asked everyone to support this vote.
3. Cluro Update- Desire Line presented some of the reasons the CLURO needed revisions as: an update to align with Mandeville Thrives 2045, to protect Mandeville’s natural resources and community character, to produce a more user friendly and enforceable CLURO, to include diagrams and graphics to support understanding. They cited a 2 year implementation time period with several “packets” of info to be approved by Council, Planning and Zoning and citizens first.

Mr. Lyons gave the current status of the following projects: Seawall Repair – Segment 1 & 2, Harbor Gazebo, LA 22 Drainage Improvements, Old Golden Shores Drainage, Girod Street, Landscaping & Lighting (Ph. III), WWTP Disinfection System Improvements, Sunset Point Fishing Pier, Old Mandeville Waterlines, LS 32 (Shadows) & 19 (Weldon Park) Rehabilitation, Jackson Avenue Boat Launch Bulkhead Repairs, 2025 Roadway and Drainage Maintenance, 2024 Water and Sewer Maintenance, 2025 Asphalt Maintenance and 2026 Striping Maintenance.

1. Approval of St. Tammany Farmer as the Official Journal (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large) Motioned to approve by Councilwoman Lane, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all.
2. Approval of Change Order No. 4 for the Harbor gazebo Improvements project to reduce the total contract amount by $36,992.34 and extend the contract time by 15 calendar days. (Councilwoman Lane, District 3) Motioned to approve by Councilman Discon, seconded by Councilwoman Lane and approved by all.
3. Approval of Change Order No. 3 for the 2025 Road and Drainage Maintenance Contract to add additional scope items, no change to contract amount or time. (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large) Motioned to approve by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson, seconded by Councilwoman Lane and approved by all.

Adoption of Resolution 26-23: A RESOLUTION APPOINTING A COUNCIL CHAIRPERSON FOR THE MANDEVILLE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE TERM OF JULY 1, 2026 THROUGH JUNE 30, 2027 AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH. (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large) Motioned to approve by Councilwoman Lane, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all

Adoption of Resolution 26-24: A RESOLUTION  ACCEPTING THE BID FOR 2026 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AND STRIPING MAINTENANCE CONTRACT PROJECT AND AUTHORIZING  THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH THE APPARENT  LOW BIDDER, NATION STRIPING COMPANY, LLC., AND PROVIDING  FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION  THEREWITH (Councilman Zuckerman, at-Large) Motioned to approve by Councilwoman Lane, seconded by Councilman Discon and approved by all.
6. Adoption of Ordinance 26-13: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE REGULATION ORDINANCE (“CLURO”) ARTICLE 8.4 TRAFFIC IMPACT ANALYSIS PROVISIONS AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilmembers Zuckerman and Vogeltanz, At-Large and District 2) Motioned to adopt by Councilman Vogeltanz, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson. Councilman Zuckerman explained the purpose of this Ordinance was to enable the City to procure their own TIA to be paid for by the developer and it updates the level of service the TIA has to demonstrate. Councilman Zuckerman motioned to accept the P&Z recommendations, which include: adding the words “or the Planning Commission” to section 8.4.2.3 (4), adding “within the Trip Generation Manual” to section 8.4.3 (2), and striking the words “or other qualified individual such as a transportation planner or traffic engineer” and “or other qualified individual” from section 8.4.4. This was seconded by Councilwoman Lane and adopted by all. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to amend section 8.4.10 to remove the words “shall give more weight to the findings of the traffic impact analysis provided to the City with the application but”, it was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and adopted by all. The ordinance as amended was adopted by 5-0 vote.

Adoption of Ordinance 26-16: AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AN UNASSIGNED FUND BALANCE POLICY FOR THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilman Zuckerman, At-Large) Motioned for adoption by Councilman Vogeltanz, seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson. Councilman Discon does not agree with the 20% and Councilwoman Strong-Thompson thinks this being an Ordinance ties Council’s hands. Councilman Zuckerman motioned to amend ordinance to read 40% instead of 20%, this was seconded by Councilman Vogeltanz. This amendment failed by vote of 2-3 (Strong-Thompson, Lane, Discon against). Some residents spoke in favor of a minimum floor percentage, agreeing with Councilman Zuckerman. Councilwoman Strong-Thompson called the question, all were in favor. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned for a 5 minute recess, Councilwoman Strong-Thompson seconded and all were in favor. Recess at 8:37pm. Back in at 8:44pm. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to postpone this vote to the next meeting (June 25th), it was seconded by Councilwoman Strong-Thompson and approved by all except Councilman Zuckerman. 
8. Adoption of Ordinance 26-20: AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 17-15 OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE PURPOSE OF ESTABLISHING A TEMPORARY, MAXIMUM VOLUME COMPONENT AND RESIDENTIAL SEWERAGE CHARGE, AND TO PROVIDE FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilmen Vogeltanz and Discon, District 2 and At-Large) Motioned to adopt by Councilman Discon, seconded by Councilman Vogeltanz. This ordinance is intended to put a cap on the total maximum residential sewerage charge and to move the City into using a winter average system over the next year. Councilman Zuckerman motioned to postpone this item until there was more information on how this affected the budget, Councilwoman Lane seconded. Motion failed by 1-4 vote (Zuckerman for). Councilwoman Strong-Thompson called the question, Councilman Vogeltanz seconded and all approved. The ordinance was passed with a 3-2 vote (Lane, Zuckerman against).
9. Adoption of Ordinance 26-21: AN ORDINANCE TO ENACT SECTION 9-9 OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES RELATIVE TO SWIMMING POOLS, TO AMEND SECTION 9-7 RELATIVE TO SWIMMING POOLS, AND TO PROVIDE FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilman Vogeltanz, District 2) Motioned to adopt by Councilman Vogeltanz, seconded by Councilman Discon. This ordinance requires residents to maintain their pools and fences. Councilman Vogeltanz motioned to amend section 9.9.2 (a)(4) to read “Any gate to the fence or wall, other than a gate that opens and closes to permit entry and exit to a property’s driveway or roadway, must remain closed except when a person opens and moves through the gate.” and add 9-7 (b)(ii) to read “aquariums or aquatic ponds with a continuous circulating water supply.” Councilwoman Strong-Thompson seconded. This amendment passed unanimously. The amended ordinance was adopted with a vote of 5-0.
10. Adoption of Ordinance 26-22: AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 13-16 OF THE CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES REGARDING RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR NEIGHBORWOODS PARK AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH. (Councilwoman Strong-Thompson, District 1) Motioned to adopt by Councilwoman Lane, seconded by Councilman Discon. Adopted by vote of 5-0.
11. Adoption of Ordinance 26-23: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 13-15 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Councilwoman Lane, District 3) Motioned to adopt by Councilwoman Lane, seconded by Councilman Discon. Adopted by vote of 5-0.
