PRD - PLANNED RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT AND APPROVING A SITE PLAN, FLOOR
PLAN, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH

WHEREAS, Ordinance 19-34, adopted by the City Council on February 13, 2020, set
forth the provisions for the use of Short-term Rentals, including Short Term Rental: Whole
House Rental; and

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted Ordinance 25-02 on March 13, 2025, which
amended the current provisions for Short-Term Rentals to increase the allowed number of
Whole House Rentals by 10 to a new maximum of 20; and

WHEREAS, CLURO Section 6.4.42.3 Lodging (Transient) Short-term Rental:
Whole House Rental is defined as “4 dwelling where short-term lodging is provided to one
party of guest for compensation by the owner of the residence where the owner’s presence
on the premises is not required during the guest’s stay”’; and

WHEREAS, Gene and Marcelle Groce, the present owners of 256 Jackson Avenue
are requesting approval of a Conditional Use Permit for the use designated under CLURO
Section 6.4.42.3 Lodging (Transient) Short-term Rental: Whole House Rental located at
256 Jackson Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the property located at 256 Jackson Avenue is zoned PRD — Planned
Residential District and in accordance with CLURO Section 7.8 Table of Permitted Uses
by Zoning District a Conditional Use Permit approval pursuant to Article 4 is required to
allow the use designated under CLURO Section 6.4.42.3 Lodging (Transient) Short-term
Rental: Whole House Rental; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with CLURO Section 8.2.3.5 (E) Citywide Cap for
Whole House Rentals (1), the total number of short-term rental permits for Whole House
Rentals shall not exceed twenty (20) at any time. At this time, fifteen (15) Conditional Use
applications have been approved by Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, A floor plan and site plan have been prepared by the applicant and



submitted on July 22, 2025; and
WHEREAS, the City Council has received the recommendation of the Planning
Commission of the City of Mandeville on this request; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with CLURO Section 4.3.3 Procedures for Conditional
Use Permits, the City Council finds that the proposed use and site plan will serve the best
interests of the City of Mandeville by providing a greater mix of lodging opportunity for
visitors to the City while still maintaining the character and culture of the neighborhood,
and the public health, safety, and welfare of the surrounding community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of
Mandeville that the City Council does hereby approve the Conditional Use Permit in accordance
with CLURO Section 4.3.3 for the use defined under CLURO Section 6.4.42.3 Lodging
(Transient) Short-term Rental: Whole House Rental located at 256 Jackson Avenue.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Mandeville that
this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon the signature of the Mayor.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the Clerk of this Council be and she is hereby
authorized and empowered to take any and all actions which she, in the exercise of her
discretion, deems necessary to promulgate the provisions of this ordinance.

CITY OF MANDEVILLE PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COUNCIL
REGARDING CONDITIONAL USE APPROVAL TO OPERATE A SHORT-TERM RENTAL: WHOLE
HOUSE RENTAL AT 256 JACKSON AVENUE

The City Council adopted Ordinance 25-02 at the March 13, 2025, meeting. This ordinance
increased the allowed number of Whole House Rentals by 10 to a new maximum of 20. An
application was submitted to the Planning Department on July 22, 2025, by the property
owners of 256 Jackson to operate a Short-term Rental: Whole House Rental on site. As part of
the procedure for Conditional Use Approval, any Conditional Use Permit is required to go
before the Planning Commission for recommendation.

The Planning Commission held a work session on Tuesday, August 12, 2025, and a voting
meeting on Tuesday, August 26, 2025, for case CU25-08-06. The Commission recommends
approval of the proposed Conditional Use Permit to the City Council.

The Commission found that the submitted site plan and floor plan are in conformance with the
proposed use of a Whole House rental. The Commission discussed that this area had multiple
rentals located within it, but this parcel of land was zoned for Planned Residential District and
not strictly single family residential, which allowed for more flexibility. It was also discussed that
it was fair to consider density of short term rentals, but that it would have to be looked at in
terms of any impact on the character and nature of the people living there, not just if there are
a lot in one place.

As part of the procedure for Conditional Use Approval, the Commission is required to submit its
recommendation and report to the City Council. The Commission voted 5-0 in favor approving
the requested Conditional Use Permit.

Due to delays with the redesign required by CLECO mentioned above, 63 additional
days of bypass pumping was required. (increase of $ 20,237.74). (See attachment C
below)

During construction, CLECO required a change in the routing for the new 3-phase power
to LS # 43. This included the addition 2-2” conduits for primary feed, two pull boxes,
additional 3” secondary conduit, and removal and replacement of sidewalk. (increase of
$ 13,865.70 for electrical work + $ 1,350.65 for sidewalk for total of $15,216.25). (See
attachment D below)

After the transformer pads were placed for LS# 43, CLECO required the transformers be
placed in the opposite direction requiring the pads to be relocated. (increase of $
2,164.89). (See attachment E below)

The following is a summary of changes in the final pay quantities.

Item 110 — 4” C-900 PVC SFM decreased by 5 L.F. from 25.0 L.F. to 20.0 L.F.

WHEREAS, the City of Mandeville solicited proposals for the 2025 Standby Emergency
Debris Removal and Disposal Services contract through a formal Request for Proposals (RFP)
process in accordance with Louisiana R.S. 38:2212; and

WHEREAS, proposals were received and reviewed by a designated Evaluation
Committee, which evaluated each submission based on the criteria published in the RFP to
determine which proposal represented the best value to the City; and

WHEREAS, the Evaluation Committee has completed its evaluation and scoring, and has
recommended that the contract be awarded to the highest-ranked proposer, JWTC-Louisiana,
LLC; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of
Mandeville, in regular session assembled, that it does hereby accept the recommendation of the
Evaluation Committee to award the contract for the 2025 Standby Emergency Debris Removal
and Disposal Services to JWTC-Louisiana, LLC.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Mandeville hereby
authorizes Mayor Clay Madden to execute a contract and all necessary related documents between
the City of Mandeville and JWTC-Louisiana, LLC, based on the terms, conditions, and unit
pricing set forth in their proposal dated August 4, 2025.

CITY OF MANDEVILLE
STANDBY CONTRACT FOR EMERGENCY DEBRIS REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL SERVICES

This contract is entered into by and between the City of Mandeville, Louisiana, a political subdivision of the State of
Louisiana (hereinafter referred to as "City") and JWTC Louisiana, LLC, a limited liability company organized and existing
under the laws of the State of Louisiana with its principal office located at 501 Bunker Rd, Lake Charles, LA 70615
(hereinafter referred to as "Contractor").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City issued a Request for Proposals ("RFP") for Standby Emergency Debris Removal and Disposal Services,
seeking qualified contractors to provide post-disaster debris removal and disposal services in accordance with FEMA Public
Assistance grant requirements;

WHEREAS, Contractor submitted a proposal dated August 4, 2025, in response to the City's RFP and was selected based
on the evaluation criteria set forth therein;

WHEREAS, the City and Contractor mutually desire to enter into this Contract to define their respective rights and
obligations under said services;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, the parties agree as
follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, supervision, transportation, and services necessary to provide post-
disaster debris removal and disposal services in accordance with the Scope and Statement of Work set forth in Section 3 of
the City's RFP for 2025 Standby Emergency Debris Removal and Disposal Services, which is attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference.

2. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS
The contract documents shall include the following, which are incorporated by reference and made part of this Contract:

e The City's Request for Proposals (RFP) for Standby Emergency Debris Removal and Disposal Services, including all
issued Addenda;

e Contractor's proposal submitted in response to the RFP, including all required forms and pricing attachments;
e This signed Contract and all executed Task Orders;
e All attachments and affidavits submitted with the Contractor's proposal.

In the event of any conflict among the contract documents, precedence shall be given in the order listed above.

3. TERM AND TERMINATION

This Contract shall commence upon full execution and shall remain in effect for three (3) years, unless sooner terminated
as provided herein. The City reserves the right to renew the contract for up to two (2) additional one-year periods upon mutual
written agreement.

This is a standby contract. No work shall be performed, and no compensation shall be due, unless and until the City issues
a formal Notice to Proceed.



This Contract may be terminated by either party, with or without cause, upon thirty (30) days' written notice. The City may
also terminate this Contract for cause for Contractor's failure to perform, violation of FEMA or City requirements, or breach
of any term herein.

4. COMPENSATION
Contractor shall be compensated on a unit price basis in accordance with Attachment A.1a - Fixed Unit Price Table (Scored)
from its submitted proposal. All pricing shall be firm, fully burdened, and inclusive of all labor, equipment, materials,

supervision, disposal, overhead, and profit.

Push Operations (Initial Roadway Clearing) shall be compensated at the binding hourly equipment rates provided in
Attachment A.1b - Time and Materials Schedule (Binding Push Equipment Pricing - Not Scored) from its submitted proposal.

Any additional services beyond the scope of Attachments A.1a and A.1b shall be performed only when expressly authorized
by the City through a written Task Order. Such work shall be compensated at the hourly and unit rates listed in Attachment
A.1b, subject to FEMA eligibility requirements and issuance of a written Notice to Proceed by the City.

No additional charges shall be permitted unless expressly authorized in writing by the City through a Task Order or formal
Contract Amendment.

5. PAYMENT TERMS

Invoices shall be submitted upon completion of authorized work and shall include all required supporting documentation.
Payment shall be made within thirty (30) days of receipt of a properly submitted invoice, subject to City approval.

6. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS

Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and guidelines, including but not
limited to:

o FEMA Public Assistance Program regulations, including 2 C.F.R. Part 200 and Appendix II;

e OSHA and DOT safety standards;

e LDEQ environmental regulations;

e City of Mandeville ordinances and codes.
7.INSURANCE AND INDEMNIFICATION
Contractor shall maintain all insurance required under Section 7 of the RFP, including the required endorsements for
Additional Insured, Waiver of Subrogation, and Hold Harmless clauses. Contractor shall furnish Certificates of Insurance to

the City prior to execution of this contract.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City, its officers, employees, agents, and representatives
from any claims, losses, or damages arising out of Contractor's performance under this Contract.

8. RECORD RETENTION AND AUDIT RIGHTS

Contractor shall maintain all books, records, and documents relevant to this Contract for a period of at least three (3) years
after final payment or longer if required by FEMA or other federal regulations. These records shall be available to the City,
FEMA, GOHSEP, or other authorized agencies for audit or inspection upon request.



9. NON-ASSIGNMENT

Contractor shall not assign or subcontract this Contract or any portion thereof without prior written consent of the City.
Contractor shall remain fully responsible for the performance of any approved subcontractor.

10. FEMA SUPPLEMENTAL CONTRACT PROVISIONS

The following federal clauses apply to this contract and are required under federal law and regulation, including but not
limited to 2 C.F.R. 8§ 200.317-327 and Appendix Il to Part 200. These clauses apply to both the prime contractor and all
lower-tier subcontractors. The clauses listed below are included in full and shall be deemed applicable only where required
by federal regulations. Contractors and all lower-tier subcontractors must comply with these provisions to the extent
applicable to the scope of services performed, in accordance with 2 C.F.R. Part 200 and FEMA guidance.

A. Equal Employment Opportunity: During the performance of this contract, the Contractor shall comply with
Executive Order 11246, “Equal Employment Opportunity,” as amended by Executive Order 11375 and as
supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (41 C.F.R. Part 60). The Contractor will not discriminate against
any employee or applicant based on race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

B. Davis-Bacon Act, Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act, and Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act:
Where applicable, the Contractor agrees to comply with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 3141-3148), the Copeland
“Anti-Kickback” Act (40 U.S.C. 3145), and the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 3701-
3708). Contractors and subcontractors must pay workers not less than once a week and no less than the prevailing
wage. No laborer or mechanic shall work more than forty (40) hours in a workweek unless paid overtime at a rate of
not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay.

C. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act: The Contractor agrees to comply with the Clean Air
Act (42 U.S.C. § 7401-7671q) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. § 1251-1387), as amended.
Violations will be reported to FEMA and the EPA Regional Office.

D. Debarment and Suspension: This contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 2 C.F.R. Part 180 and Part
3000. The Contractor certifies that it is not listed on the government-wide exclusions list in the System for Award
Management (SAM.gov).

E. Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment: Contractors that apply or bid for an award of more than $100,000 must file a
certification under the Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 U.S.C. 8 1352). Each tier certifies compliance and must
disclose any lobbying with non-federal funds.

F. Procurement of Recovered Materials: In accordance with 2 C.F.R. § 200.323 and 40 C.F.R. Part 247, the
Contractor must provide a preference for the use of recovered materials to the maximum extent practicable where
such items are available, cost-competitive, and meet performance requirements.

G. Access to Records: The Contractor agrees to provide the City of Mandeville, the State of Louisiana, FEMA, the
Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their authorized representatives access to any books,
documents, papers, and records of the Contractor that are directly pertinent to this contract for audit, examination,
or duplication purposes.

H. Program Fraud and False or Fraudulent Statements or Related Acts: The Contractor acknowledges that
false or fraudulent statements may be subject to administrative, civil, and/or criminal penalties under 31 U.S.C.
Chapter 38, “Administrative Remedies for False Claims and Statements.”

I. No Federal Government Obligations: The federal government is not a party to this contract and shall not be
subject to any obligations or liabilities to the City of Mandeville, the Contractor, or any other party.



J. Domestic Preferences for Procurements: As encouraged by 2 C.F.R. § 200.322, to the greatest extent
practicable, preference should be given to the procurement of U.S.-produced iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and
manufactured products.

K. Use of Minority and Women’s Businesses: Contractors shall take affirmative steps to ensure the use of small,
minority-owned, women-owned, and labor surplus area firms when possible in subcontracting.

L. Telecommunications Equipment Restriction: In accordance with 2 C.F.R. § 200.216, the Contractor may not
use federal funds to procure or use covered telecommunications equipment or services, including but not limited to
those produced by Huawei Technologies Company, ZTE Corporation, Hytera Communications Corporation,
Hangzhou Hikvision Digital Technology Company, or Dahua Technology Company.

M. Copyright and Data Rights: If this contract results in the production of data, technical information, or software,
the City of Mandeville reserves a royalty-free, non-exclusive, and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish, or
otherwise use the work for governmental purposes.

N. Reference to FEMA Guidance: All contract provisions in this section are consistent with FEMA Policy FI-207-
21-0001, Contract Provisions Guide for Non-Federal Entity Contracts Under Federal Awards (June 2021). In the
event FEMA issues updated guidance during the life of this contract, the Contractor agrees to comply with such
updates as applicable and as directed by the City.

11. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE

This Contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Louisiana. Venue for any dispute shall lie exclusively in the 22nd
Judicial District Court, Parish of St. Tammany.

12. APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS

Contractor acknowledges that the City is a governmental entity, and the Agreement’s validity is based upon the availability
of public funding under the authority of its statutory mandate.

In the event that public funds are unavailable and not appropriated for the performance of this Agreement, then this
Agreement shall automatically expire without penalty to the City thirty (30) days after written notice to the
Contractor of the unavailability and non-appropriation of public funds. It is expressly agreed that the City shall not
activate this non-appropriation provision for its convenience or to circumvent the requirements of this Agreement,
but only if necessitated by the fiscal needs of the City which affects generally its governmental operations.

In the event of a change in the City’s statutory authority, mandate and mandated functions, by state and federal
legislative or regulatory action, which adversely affects the City’s authority to continue its obligations under this
Agreement, then this Agreement shall automatically terminate without penalty to the City upon written notice to
Contractor of such limitation or change in the City’s legal authority.

13. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The Contractor agrees and acknowledges that it is an independent contractor and as such nothing hereinabove or elsewhere
in this contract shall in any manner make the Contractor an employee or agent of the City nor create a partnership.

14. NON-WAIVER CLAUSE

A party's non-enforcement of any provision shall not constitute a waiver of that provision, nor shall it affect the enforceability
of that provision or of the remainder of this Agreement.

15. ENTIRE AGREEMENT; AMENDMENTS



This Agreement, including any attachments that are expressly referred to in this Agreement, contains the entire agreement
between the parties and supersedes any and all agreements or contracts previously entered into between the parties. No
representations were made or relied upon by either party, other than those that are expressly set forth. This Agreement may
be modified or amended at any time by mutual consent of the parties, provided that, before any modifications or
amendments shall be operative and valid, it shall be reduced to writing and signed by both parties.
