ORDINANCE NO. 22-10
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS FOR THE PURCHASE OF  PARCELS A, B,C, & D OF SQUARE 57, TOWN OF MANDEVILLE, LOCATED ON FLORIDA STREET, MANDEVILLE, LOUISIANA; AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH

WHEREAS, the Mandeville City Council authorized the Mayor to obtain an appraisal and negotiate a purchase agreement with Yolanda Moore for the City’s acquisition of Parcels A, B, C & D of Square 57, Town of Mandeville, St. Tammany Parish, Louisiana under Resolution No. 22-15, which was adopted on April 28, 2022; and

WHEREAS, an appraisal by Scoggin Appraisal & Consulting, dated February 9, 2022, estimated the fair market value of the 3.965 acres of immovable property to be $1,030,000.00.  Total costs of the appraisal was $800.00. (See Appraisal attached hereto as Exhibit “A”); and

WHEREAS, the City of Mandeville is desirous of obtaining municipal ownership of said property as described above for the purpose of taking it out of commerce, expanding the Mandeville Cemetery when needed, returning it to green space and using it for drainage and absorption purposes; and

WHEREAS, Yolanda Moore, the owner of that certain real property is desirous of selling said property to the City of Mandeville for a price of $1,030,000.00 (fair market value of the land; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Mandeville that the Mayor of the City of Mandeville be authorized and empowered to execute all necessary documents on behalf of the City of Mandeville with Yolanda Moore in order to purchase the following described real estate for an amount up to but not to exceed $1,030,000.00, plus reasonable closing costs associated with said transaction, and said conveyance from Seller shall be free and clear of all mortgages, judgments, liens, or other encumbrances:
ALL THAT CERTAIN PIECE OR PORTION OF LAND, together with all the buildings and improvements thereon, and all the rights, ways, means, privileges, servitudes, prescriptions, appurtenances and advantages thereunto, belonging or in anywise appertaining thereto, situated in PARCELS A,B,C, & D, SQUARE 57 OF THE TOWN OF MANDEVILLE, PARISH OF ST. TAMMANY, STATE OF LOUISIANA, more fully described in accordance ith map and plan of survy of J.L. Fotcuberta, Surveyor, dated June 13, 1973, as follows, to wit:

Being the North Half (1/2) of said Square No. 57, more fully described according to the above referred to map and plan of survey as follows:

From the corner formed by the intersection of the South line of Florida Street (U.S. Highway 190) and the West line of Clausel Street, which is the Northeast corner of said Square, as the point of beginning, go South along the West line of Clausel Street a distance of 237.3 feet to an iron corner; thence go in a Westerly direction, in the direction of Foy Street, parallel to Florida Street, a distance of 533.01 feet to an iron Corner on the East line of Foy Street; thence go in the Northerly direction along the East line of Foy Street, a distance of 237,3 feet to an iron corner at the intersection of the East line of Foy Street and the South line of Florida Street; (U.S. Highway 190); thence go in an Easterly direction, in the direction of Clausel Street, along the South line of Florida Street, (U.S. Highway 190), a distance of 533.01 feet to the point of beginning heretofore set, and said portion of ground is designated as PARCELS A, B, and C on a print of survey made by J.L. Fontcuberta, a Surveyor, dated June 13, 1973, revised January 3, 1985.

A certain portion of ground in the City of Mandeville, Parish of St. Tammany, Louisiana, situated in Square 57 on the plan of said city, that forms the corner of Clausel and Montgomery Streets, fronting 177.63 feet on Montgomery Street, the same in width across the rear, by a depth and front along Clausel Street of 253.12 feet, all between equal and parallel lines, designated PARCEL D. 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon the signature of the Mayor of the City of Mandeville; and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the Clerk of this Council be and she is hereby authorized and empowered to take any and all actions which she, in the exercise of her discretion, deems necessary to promulgate the provisions of this ordinance.
